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1. Summary of active action items.

b. Action Item 06-4.1  Paul Schlobohm will take the lead in refining questions, and the table, related to the observational data functional area.  Lead agent is Paul Schlobohm.  Closed
c. Action Item 06-4.2  Al Riebau and Pete Lahm will take the lead in refining questions, and the table, in the fire modeling functional area.  Lead agent is Al Riebau.  Closed
d. Action Item 06-4.3  Heath Hockenberry and Rick Ochoa will take the lead in refining questions, and the table, in the forecast products and services functional area.  Lead agent is Heath Hockenberry.  Closed
e. Action Item 06-4.4  Heath Hockenberry and Jim O’Sullivan will take the lead in refining questions, and developing a table for, the information dissemination functional area.  Lead agent is Heath Hockenberry.  Closed
f. Action Item 06-4.5  David Andrus will provide JAG members with a listing of fire weather contact email addresses, originally compiled from JAG member contributions.  This email listing will be edited and expanded by JAG members into a consolidated listing for use by OFCM to further distribute Fire Weather Surveys.  Note:  OFCM will make no effort to validate emailed surveys are received by email recipients.  JAG members are welcome to do this follow-up, should they choose to do so.  Lead agent is David Andrus.  Closed
g. Action Item 06-4.6  David Andrus will draft a cover letter, to be disseminated with the Fire Weather Survey at IFEMC.  An additional letter will also be drafted for Fire Weather Survey dissemination separately for IFEMC.  JAG members will assist in further developing these letters such that a final product is generated by 8 Nov.  Lead agent is David Andrus.  Closed
h. Action Item 06-4.7  OFCM has requested that a NWS expert brief the JAG on available fire weather products and services along with their awareness of product and service shortfalls and customer concerns.  This is needed for the 7-8 Dec JAG meeting.  Lead agent is Heath Hockenberry.  Open
i. Action Item 06-4.8  OFCM has requested that a Predictive Services expert brief the JAG on available fire weather products and services along with their awareness of product and service shortfalls and customer concerns.  This is needed for the 7-8 Dec JAG meeting.  Lead agent is Rick Ochoa.  Open
j. Action Item 06-4.9  OFCM will provide JAG members with a consolidated listing of email addresses on hand, as previously provided by JAG members.  Lead agent is David Andrus.  Closed.
2. JAG approved draft record of actions from previous meeting.
3. Lt. Col. Andrus, OFCM, updated the JAG on previous survey and on-going survey efforts.

a. The online survey has been available since 7 Dec.  Over the last 5 days, the survey has been sent to at least 2,000 potential respondents and 278 responses have been received.

b. Mr. Williamson emphasized the need for further distribution of our survey along with a need for JAG members to perform follow-up actions to encourage survey responses.

c. Action Item 06-5.1  The survey will be made available to the public until at least 12 Jan 2007 to allow for further responses following the holidays.

d. Action Item 06-5.2  Mr. Herb Arnold recommended the survey be sent to fire directors at each agency headquarters.  Mr. Williamson agreed that this would be done, provided we receive a list of contacts.  This list of contacts needs to include name, title, and email information.

e. Action Item 06-5.3  Lt. Col. Andrus discussed the need to for JAG involvement in detailed analysis work.  The JAG accepted that responsibility.  Volunteers are needed for each functional area. 
i. Data collection, integrity, processing and archival.  Paul Schlobohm, FEnWT will be lead this effort.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
ii. Fire weather research and development.  Dr. Al Riebau will lead this effort.  Dr. Janice Coen will assist.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
iii. Forecast products and services.  Mr. Eli Jacks will lead this effort with assistance from Mr. Heath Hockenberry and Mr. Rick Ochoa.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
iv. Modeling, prediction, and data assimilation.  Dr Janice Coen will lead this effort with assistance from Dr. Rod Linn and Mr. Tom Pierce.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
v. Information dissemination and technologies.  Mr. Larry Bradshaw will lead this effort.  Additional volunteers are welcome. 

vi. Education, training, outreach, partnering and collaboration.  Someone is needed to lead this effort. 

vii. User response, decision support, and resulting user impacts.  Someone is needed to lead this effort. 

viii. Funding and human resource considerations.  Someone is needed to lead this effort.
ix. Socioeconomic impacts.  Someone is needed to lead this effort.

f. The analysis of the survey responses will be a team effort shared amongst the JAG.  OFCM will oversee the entire process, but detailed analysis work will be done by JAG teams.  OFCM will provide a framework for this analysis, will assist in its completion, and will review the resultant data.  OFCM will validate all analysis findings and will synthesize the results into an assessment report.
g. Action Item 06-5.4  Lt. Col. Andrus will shepherd development of an analysis process and template for use by each functional area analysis subgroup.  This process will ensure analysts can make efficient use of their time for the benefit of the entire analysis effort.  OFCM will collaborate with functional area subgroups and analysts to help in their analysis work throughout the process.
