e. Action Item 06-5.3  Lt. Col. Andrus discussed the need to for JAG involvement in detailed analysis work.  The JAG accepted that responsibility.  Volunteers are needed for each functional area.   Closed.
i. Data collection, integrity, processing and archival.  Paul Schlobohm, FEnWT will be lead this effort.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
ii. Fire weather research and development.  Dr. Al Riebau will lead this effort.  Dr. Janice Coen will assist.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
iii. Forecast products and services.  Mr. Eli Jacks will lead this effort with assistance from Mr. Heath Hockenberry and Mr. Rick Ochoa.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
iv. Modeling, prediction, and data assimilation.  Dr Janice Coen will lead this effort with assistance from Dr. Rod Linn and Dr. Tom Pierce.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
v. Information dissemination and technologies.  Mr. Larry Bradshaw will lead this effort.  Additional volunteers are welcome.
