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1. Summary of active action items.
a. Action Item 06-4.8  OFCM has requested that a Predictive Services expert brief the JAG on available fire weather products and services along with their awareness of product and service shortfalls and customer concerns.  This is needed for the 7-8 Dec 2006 JAG meeting.  Lead agent is Rick Ochoa.  
i. 18 April 2007 Update.  Robyn Heffernan provided preliminary results.  The formal results are expected to be released by the end of May.

ii. Open
2. JAG approved draft record of actions from previous meeting.
3. Lt Col Andrus reviewed the open action items.  No changes were noted.

4. Lt Col Andrus reviewed the new timeline.  JAG subgroup analysis work continues with approximately 60% complete to date.  OFCM synthesis of these analyses is underway.  OFCM and the JAG will be developing a list of major themes, gaps, and recommendations over the next 5 weeks.  These major themes and recommendations must be finalized before the ICMSSR meeting late May and will comprise the majority of the briefing for WGA.  A more detailed, and complete final report will be worked over the summer to document all requirements, gaps, and needs.

5. Lt Col Andrus reviewed the survey analysis work done to date.  
a. All summary paragraph information is being compiled.  Approximately 60% of the JAG subgroup analysis work has been completed and the remaining sections are to be completed soon.  
b. Lt Col Andrus discussed OFCM’s work to evaluate responses based upon respondent characteristics (duty, job function, work level).  At this time, this additional analysis hasn’t resulted in any new information.
c. Lt Col Andrus discussed the major and minor themes which have been identified through synthesis of all of the subgroup analyses information.  These themes were discussed in detail and are intentionally not included within this ROA.  All meeting participants were supportive of this effort and no concerns were noted.  

6. The next JAG meeting is planned for 4 May 2007 to discuss major themes and gaps.  Another meeting is planned for 21 May 2007 to discuss major themes, gaps, and recommendations.  
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
