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1. Summary of active action items.
a. Action Item 06-4.8  OFCM has requested that a Predictive Services expert brief the JAG on available fire weather products and services along with their awareness of product and service shortfalls and customer concerns.  This is needed for the 7-8 Dec 2006 JAG meeting.  Lead agent is Rick Ochoa.  
i. 18 April 2007 Update.  Robyn Heffernan provided preliminary results.  The formal results are expected to be released by the end of May.

ii. 1 August 2007 Update.  Formal report received.  Closed.
2. JAG approved draft record of actions from previous meeting.
3. Lt Col Andrus reviewed needs assessment process, which is taking place in three phases.
a. The Summary of User Needs and Issues document, dated 3 Jul 07, is available on the OFCM web site.
b. The Detailed Report of User Needs and Issues document is being developed for publication later this year.  This document includes more detailed information about each of the needs along with the framework to meet the needs.  A draft will be disseminated to the JAG for comments within the next few weeks.
c. A Framework to Meet the Needs document will be worked over the next several months.  To develop this document, the JAG will work with responsible agencies and interagency groups to:

i. Assess current capabilities to meet needs.  This process started early July with a request that agencies and groups document their projects, plans, and programs related to our wildland fire weather needs by 17 Aug 07.  Instructions and templates were made available and more time will be allowed, should points of contact request it.
ii. Assess any gaps in capability to meet needs.  This will be accomplished as capability information is collected.
iii. Agree on program initiatives to fill capability gaps.  This work will be accomplished following 3.c.ii.
4. Lt Col Andrus discussed the need for further outreach to contact agencies and groups on their capabilities.  Participants indicated that they would send Lt Col Andrus additional names and contact information for those agencies and groups who should be contacted.
5. Lt Col Andrus updated the JAG on plans to brief the NSTC Subcommittee on Disaster Reduction on 6 Sep 07.

6. The next JAG meeting is planned for September to discuss the development of the detailed needs document and the capability/gap assessment. 
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
