OFFICIAL INTERAGENCY AGREEMENTS

The following enclosures are Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between the Air Force Reserve
(AFREYS) and the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA), dated May 4, 1992;
Letter of Agreement (LOA) between the AFRES, Federal Aviation Administration and NOAA,
dated February 16, 1996; and a Letter of Agreement (LOA) between the AFRES and NOAA
Corps Air Operations, dated August 3, 1993. The purpose of these MOAs and LOAs is to
establish policies, principles, and procedures under which the FAA, AFRES and NOAA Corps
will provide aircraft weather reconnaissance to NOAA. Although the AFRES/NOAA LOA only
mentions tropical storms, the procedures will be followed for winter storms.
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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE RESERVE
AND

TEE NATIONAL OCEANIC AND ATMOSPEERIC ADMINISTRATION

PURPOSE: The National Oceanic snd Atmospheric Administrstion (NOAA) does not
have the cspsbility to fully support all operational requirements in support
of tropical etorm reconnsissance. Thie memorsndum establishes policies,
principles, and procedures under which the Air Porce Reserve (AFRES) will
provide aircraft vesther reconnaissance support to NOAA.

1. REFERENCES:

a. SAF/PAT Message, 312020Z JUL 90, Subj: Deactivation of WC-130
Mission

b. Nationsl Hurricane Operations Plan (NHOP)

2. BACRGROUND: The Air Force Reserve will maintein sn sircraft veather
reconnaissance force of 12 WC-130s (currently 8 PAA and 4 BAI, planned to
become 10 PAA and 2 BAI with congreesional spproval) to meet the Department of
Coxmerce (DOC) requirements for sircraft reconnsiesance. NOAA has a
requirement for up to five eorties per day in support of the NHOP. The Office
" of Mansgement snd Budget determined that the Department of Defense (DOD)
should provide support to NOAA, end DOD will bear sll costs directly
attributsble to providing thie reconnaisssnce support. This support will be
1imited to congreesionsl funding for hours of sircraft flying time per year.

3. IMPLEMENTATION: Implementstion details are contsined in “GENERAL
PROVISION". ’

4. GENERAL PROVISION:
a. AFRES agreest

(1) To weet NOAA's requirement to conduct, within the limite of
military cspsbility, serisl weather reconnaissance for purposes of providing
tropical cyclone warning services.

(a) Total flying hours will not exceed 1600 hours snnually. To
date, Congress has fully funded 1600 hours for FY 92 only., Unless the
congressional budget langusge ie permanently changed for FY 93 snd beyond, the
flying hour program vill coneist of 1000 fully funded weather hours in '
addition to snother 600 hours that may be taken from the tactical airlife
progrem, ss required.

(b) The operationsl area for AFRES weather reconnaissance will
include the Atlantic Ocean, Gulf of Mexico, the Caribbean Sea, and the North



Pacific Ocesn. AFRES vill be sble to support two deployed locstions
eimulteneocusly with the required maximum of five sorties daily.

(2) To provide an sircraft operstions interfasce (Chief, Aerial
Reconnaisssnce Coordination, All Hurricenes (CARCAH)) with NOAA at the Nation-
o]l Hurricene Center. To date, funding for the CARCAH position has not been
forthcoming from HQ USAF. AFRES ie prepared to provide the manpower positions
out-of-hide through 1 Oct 92. AFRES reserves the right to review periodically
the CARCAH function in order to see if we cen save government funde by consol-
jdating menpower poeitions and moving the operationsl functions of CARCAR to
Keeoler AFB.,

b. NOAA agrees to notify AFRES promptly for flight echeduling in accord-
snce with this implementing sgreement. Tasking will be through the Director,
National Hurricane Center.

¢. AFRES hae no obligation to support winter storm or other weather
operations. Bowever, eubject to sircraft end aircrew aveilability, the 403
AW/CC way, st NOAA request, approve specific winter storm or other weather-
related wiseione. These missions will fall under the purview and limitations
of thie sgreementj i.e., 1600 hours ennually for sll weather reconnaiessnce,

etc.

S, MOBILIZATION: This memorendum remains in effect during periods of mobili-
zation subject to aircraft and Reserve personnel availability, in sccordance
vith 33 U.S.C. 855. There io no vartime tasking for the 815 WOF, Upon mobi-
l1ization, however, sircrevs will be limited to the eix primary sseigned veath-
er crevs. In addition, maintensnce support could be sharply limited. Thers-
fore, sfter wobilizstion, veather operations way be severely curtailed or
eliminated.

6. EFFECTIVE TERMINATION DATES: This memorandun is effective the date
signed by the laet spproving official snd will be revieved every three years
from the effective date. Changes or revisions to this memorsndum require the
spproval of both parties involved,
