1. Welcoming/Administrative Remarks.  
2. Discussion.  
a. Each function, office, or agency was invited to present a 10 min introduction about their data needs, instrumentation, and motivations.  
b. During the agency presentations, the following issues were brought up that you may not see in any of the presentations:
(1) The NPSDAP needs to address the solution for archiving and retrieval (metadata location).  Mr. Todd Davison mentioned there is a white paper on national archiving and standards done in 2004.
(2) Mr. Dombrowsky mentioned:

(a) Everyone should consider and plan for backup power.
(b) This WG must consider data quality and traceability standards.

(c) This WG needs to educate DHS and other organizations about our work.

(d) Access to storm locations pre- and post-storm is often an issue.  Vehicle tags can sometimes help but we should always work with the state for access.  Consider an access section in the NPSDAP.

(3) Dr. Shafer reiterated that for data quality metadata is important

(4) Mr. Davison mentioned that NGA contacts are needed in the coordination process pre- and post-storm

(5) Mr. Aslaksen reminded us that NOAA’s remote sensing capability is not in the NPSDAP.  He will forward the deployment approval process to the group.

(6) Dr. Gurley reminded us that one consideration is how to keep people and instrumentation out of the storm surge.  The NPSDAP could include safety discussion.

(7) Mr. Dombrowsky mentioned:

(a) We should take a step back and build an overall Concept of Operations (CONOPS) that describes the reach of the NPSDAP.  It should include who is involved, data types, data access and archive.
(b) Do we want to cover more than storms?  Should we expand the NPSDAP to cover any of the 15 National Response Incidents outlined in the National Response Framework (NRF)?  Should we work toward an “All Hazards” plan?  
(c) We could link our plan to the National Response Framework
(d) We should consider defining data format and quality standards

(e) We should consider defining metadata access

(f) Archiving at NCDC may be an option because they are optimizing their processes
(g) We may consider use of MADIS for some of our data sets

(h) We may consider use of DHS system to host our metadata
(8) Mr. Springett suggested we investigate the usefulness of Homeland Security Information Network (HSIN) and or Integrated Common Analytical Viewer (iCAV) for storage/sharing/use of some of our data sets.
(9) Mr. Dombrowski and Mr. Hudson suggested submitting Prescribed Mission Assignments (PMA) to FEMA for acceptance.  The PMAs should show how our NPSDAP team capabilities can support the Emergency Support Functions outlined in the NRF.  They also mentioned we need to socialize the final NPSDAP with the Federal Coordination Officers (FCO) to get it integrated into their standardized checklists.  If we accomplish all that, we may open up possibilities for FEMA funding.  In addition, if we accomplish all that, we may not need to get high-level FEMA signatures on the NPSDAP.
(10) Dr. Prevatt mentioned there has been a group using a yahoo group site to report worldwide wind damage events and that they get information by email from   "wind_haz_mit@yahoogroups.com and that there is a running blog at http://tech.groups.yahoo.com/group/wind_haz_mit/.
(11) Mr. Springett suggested that universities may be one of the primary resources for data archiving, similar to the role played by LSU in the Katrina Data Clearinghouse.
