 Liquid Precipitation in the form of hurricanes and tropical storms has the largest impact on pipelines, mostly offshore pipelines.  2005 hurricanes resulted in significant ‘”delay” issues for the pipeline industry.  However, this impact appears to be outside the scope of your working group and including “delay” as the primary impact may skew your results.  Most damage to onshore pipelines from precipitation result only in property damage (costs), a lesser number cause injuries, and still fewer cause fatalities.
 Aboveground portions of pipelines are susceptible to Lightning damage.  Again the largest impact is on property damage, then injuries, then fatalities.  Lightning is very unlikely to create a “delay” impact due to the localized nature of the damage.
